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CITY COUNCIL:  Police Chief Ronnie Nance recommended that Patrol Officer David Heathco be hired on a permanent full time basis due to Officer Heathco completing his 90 day probationary period.  It was voted on and unanimously approved.  This gives the City three full-time Police Officers; Chief Ronnie Nance, Patrol Officers Eddie Abrego, and David Heathco, and one Reserve Officer, Jamie Beasley, who acts as our Court Bailiff.

 Also, a request was presented to City Council to build a RV Park at 2518 Main Street, at the south corner of Main and H Street.  After each Council Members consideration, and after stating their opinions and concerns, the request was denied by a unanimous vote.  People’s homes are their most valuable possession, and there was concern that a RV Park would have a negative effect on property values.

LIVERPOOL VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMEN:  Fire Chief Dennis Gabel reported to City Council that 7 new members have joined the Fire Department; but they are still looking for more volunteers to help out.  He was commended for these new members as well as the improvements to the fire station.

Many people drop off donations on a weekly or monthly basis.  We would like to say special thank you to Vanessa Lovett for her large cash donation in July.
